Have they just retired or are they about to re-
tire?  
Are they facing redundancy and would per-
haps benefit from Rotary's networking?
Have they just moved into the locality?
Are they looking for a new interest?  Do they 
need to meet new people?

How do I introduce them to the club?
Once you have identified a prospect or prospects, 
invite them as your guest to a Wednesday lunch.  For 
a first visit, it is probably best to choose a date when 
we have a guest speaker rather than a business meet-
ing.   Be sure to swap any rota duties you may have 
that day to ensure that you are able to focus on the 
guest and ensure that the guest meets as many mem-
bers as possible. 
After one or more lunch visits, if the guest is interest-
ed in joining our club, please notify the Membership 
Convenor who will arrange an Information Meeting 
with you to provide the prospective member(s) with 
more information about the club,  its activities, cost 
of membership, etc.  If the prospective member then 
wishes to join and meets the Rotary criteria for mem-
bership, the  Membership Convenor will provide the 
proposer with an application form.
