Our sponsored boy, Jorim still attends 
school and although education in Kenya 
is now state funded his mother has still 
to pay for his books, his clothes and his 
daily school meals.

You may recall that Jorim’s father died of 
malaria last year and his mother has to 
provide for her family of eight.  

In village life girls have to prepare to be 
mothers – they look after younger chil-
dren, fetch water and tend vegetable 
plots.  Boys learn to hunt, to keep bees 
and to tend the livestock.  

Jorim’s main interest is playing football 
but he is learning to read and write.  

When children leave school in their early 
teens, there is a struggle between tradi-
tional values and the demands of the 
modern world.  Child labour is an increas-
ing concern and Plan Kenya plays an 
important role in protecting children’s 
rights.  

Like other similar charities, Plan Kenya is 
moving away from individual sponsorship 
towards community aid but that being 
said, they are still very appreciative of 
the £12 monthly support from the Club to 
Jorim and his family.

44      Perthshire Challenge debrief out-
comes and recommendations. 

The subcommittee assigned to examine the rea-
sons  for failure of the club to support  the Perth-
shire Challenge project have come up with the 
following recommendations for future projects. 

The sub-committee have reviewed the Perthshire Chal-
lenge project. We think that there are three principles 
that the club should apply to any similar project in the 
future:
1. The leader for the project should be supported by a 
senior office bearer. The role of this second person 
should include helping the club follow the progress of 
the project, and engaging them in any key decision on 
its status.
2. The club should recognise that the marketing of a 
new event is likely to require as much commitment as 
the planning and execution.
3. A team should be formed specifically for the project, 
to ensure it has all the attributes needed, rather than de-
pending on one of the regular committees. 
The sub-commitee believe that the Sportsman's Dinner 
will continue as a viable fundraiser for some years. How-
ever the club needs to develop a new event, to be a fall-
back and a focus for engagement by the majority of club 
members. We think the best way to find ideas may be to 
look, outside our club, to activities by other Rotary 
clubs and organisations.
The sub-committee intends to meet again, perhaps with 
changed membership, to start a search for new possibili-
ties
